Action Items:

The Executive recommended and the Athletic Council approved the following action items: The minutes of the October 16, 2008 meeting. Senior All-Star games for Finger Lakes/Wayne County in boys basketball pending paperwork on March 24, 2009. Scio CSD and ASGWBO co-sponsoring a basketball tournament on Dec. 26&27.   Combined team applications for Pittsford Sutherland and Pittsford Mendon in football, girls golf boys and girls swimming wrestling, and boys and girls lacrosse for 2009-2010. A combined team application for Nazareth and Livonia in bowling for 2008-2009. A combined team application for Charlotte and Marshall in wrestling for 2008-2009. A combined team application for Frederick Douglas and Franklin in boys basketball for 2008-2009. Combined team applications for Greece Odyssey and Greece Athena in gymnastics, girls swimming and girls golf for 2009-2010. A revised combined team application for Greece Athena, Greece Odyssey and Greece Arcadia in boys swimming for 2008-2009. (Olympia has no swimmers)
NYSPHSAA Report
Nina Van Erk, Executive Director of NYSPHSAA, spoke to the Executive Committee  concerning several topics. She assisted with a discussion of Two Section VI schools interested in membership in Section V. She addressed several issues discussed at the October Executive Committee meeting. Among those were three-man officiating at the State Basketball Tournament, a possible moratorium of any item that could generate cost for State Tournaments, sharing sites for practice by 2 or more schools, a change to roster size restrictions and a Handbook change regarding Senior All-Star games.
Gary Mix, Section V Representative to the NYSPHSAA Structure and Policy Committee, indicated that surveys had been distributed at the mandatory AD meeting in August regarding placement of boys and girls sports season. The survey had several options to be considered. A report and statistics regarding the survey are in the State office. The next meeting is in December.

Hinsdale and Archbishop Walsh, two schools residing in Section VI, had requested membership in Section V. After discussion, the requests were denied. It was clarified that a school can be a member of a league within Section V and not be considered for sectional or other post season competition.

A proposal for three-man basketball officiating had been made by Jack Purificato, boys basketball chair. He addressed the Executive Committee again regarding the proposal. After discussion, the Executive Committee recommended and the Athletic Council affirmed the proposal. It will be in place for the 2008-2009 tournament. It effects semi-final and final rounds of the tournament.

A wrestling proposal to increase the number of participants from 4 to 6 per weight class in each division, while decreasing the total number of classifications was presented by Chris Bourne, wrestling coordinator. It was felt that increased participation costs would be offset by larger gate receipts. It also was felt that more quality wrestlers would be offered more opportunity at State competitions. The Executive Committee recommended adoption of the proposal and the Athletic Council affirmed the action.

Operation Offense 
Dennis Fries discussed the upcoming Captains and Coaches Workshop to be held on November 17, 2008 at Burgundy Basin. He also discussed the “grass roots approach to Concussion Management that Section V and the State will be using. This initiative should be universally accepted and adopted by all Section V schools. A Section V Concussion Management Team will be formed to assist schools with this initiative.
Sportsmanship Committee Report

David Boundy discussed the initiatives of the Committee. The Policy statement is in the process of being revised. He mentioned the two mini-summits (April 1, 2009 at Geneseo State and April 2, 2008 at Brockport. These summits will focus on “The Dangers of Internet Websites and The Legal Implications of Hazing.
Executive Director Report

Ed Stores reported to the Executive Committee issues that continue to surround the transfer rule. He will be engaged in discussions with other Section Executive Directors about the rule as it relates to waivers.
Treasurer’s Report

Jackie Meyer is in the process of finalizing the financial status of the Section following Fall sports. She also disclosed the Section V has complied with a State mandate to have Workman’s Comp. insurance. We have also taken the suggestion to have disability insurance as well.

Web Site issues

Dennis Fries discussed the recent rash of blogs appearing in local media as well as links to our Section V website. These have been particularly unsportsmanlike in far too many cases. Discussions will be held with coordinators regarding the issue.

Information Items
Several Teams of One have been approved. They include HF-L in Boys and Girls indoor Track (Brighton); Dundee in skiing (Naples); Warsaw in Skiing (Keshequa); Elba in Boys swimming (Notre Dame);  Notre Dame in skiing (Batavia); Attica in boys and girls indoor track (Alexander); Charlotte in indoor track (Marshall); Prattsburgh in modified swimming (Naples); Lyons in skiing (Newark); Letchworth in skiing (Keshequa); North Rose-Wolcott in skiing (Sodus).
Sport Coordinator Reports
Boys Golf – Josh Norcross and Dylan Bronson put forth a proposal to increase the Section V tournament to three classes.  The proposal has gone to leagues but has not been discussed by all. The matter is remanded for a future meeting.

Softball – Mike Wright indicated that because of site problems with semi’s and finals, he is asking each league to designate a site to be used for these games.  He also discussed the double-header rule. The section approved doubleheaders that could be either 5 or 6 innings.
